Psalm 46:10

He says, “Be still, and know that 1
am God; I will be exalted among the
nations, I will be exalted in the earth.”

As we enter into the hectic holiday
season, life can become filled with
chaos, anxiety, fear, and other emo-
tions that send us on an up and down

roller coaster ride. There are turkeys
to cook, presents to buy and wrap,
travel to engage, decorations to dis-
play, and family to enjoy (or not).
Most of all, we gather with others
and voice thanks for our blessings-
right before we rush off to ‘Black Fri-
day’ sales or to the TV to see the big
game.

We rush around (or maybe that’s just
me) trying to get everything on our ‘to
do’ list finished before we collapse
into a heap somewhere. Or maybe we
look up from that same, self-created
heap and realize that the holidays
have come and gone and there are
still items left on our ‘to do’ list. But
guess what? There are always items
on a ‘to do’ list!
