“But mark this: There will be terrible times in the last days. 2People will be lovers of themselves, 

lovers of money, boastful, proud, abusive, disobedient to their parents, ungrateful, unholy, 3without 

love, unforgiving, slanderous, without self-control, brutal, not lovers of the good, 4treacherous, 

rash, conceited, lovers of pleasure rather than lovers of God— 5having a form of godliness but de-

nying its power. Have nothing to do with them.” 2 Timothy 3:1-5 (4IV) 

We have declared the year 2010 as the 
“Year of Awakening,” and that means we 
need to wake up and not only claim to be 
Christians but live like Christians. Too often 
we just go through the motions and never 
really accept or live our claim to Jesus 
Christ. The true meaning of living like Christ 
was put into perspective as I was reading 
the following story recently.  

“A few years ago, there was a young man 
who was employed as a doctor and an 
assistant medical director in a major hospi-
tal. Although he performed his duties well 
and possessed the necessary skills, there 
was one problem—the twenty-eight-year 
old man had never gone to college or 
medical school. He allegedly forged official 
documents to get the job as a doctor, and 
knew enough medical gibberish to fool 
everyone into thinking he was the “real” 
thing! 

But with his foolishness came a price. The 
man was caught and convicted. As a result 
of his deceiving scheme, he will spend 
several years—up to seven years or 
more—in jail as a prisoner (a position for 
which he is better qualified).”  

Unfortunately, this man reminds us of a lot 
of people who call themselves Christians. 
They go to church. They don’t swear or 
drink a lot. They pray once in a while. They 
know just enough Christian talk to pass as 
the real thing. 

But they’re just going through the motions. 
They’ve never made a personal commit-
ment to Christ. Paul says that, in the last 
days, “people will be lovers of themselves, 
lovers of money, boastful, proud, abusive, 
disobedient to their parents, ungrateful, un-
holy, without love, unforgiving, slanderous, 
without self-control, brutal, not lovers of the 
good, treacherous, rash, conceited, lovers 
of pleasure rather than lovers of God” (2 
Timothy 3:1-5). Whew! What a list! 

He also says that many people will have a 
form of religion while denying God’s power. 
In other words, they look like Christians on 
the outside, but they don’t have the power 
on the inside. 

Most of us don’t want a phony doctor per-
forming surgery on us, and in the same 
manner God doesn’t need any phony Chris-
tians. It’s not that it’s so hard to go through 
the motions once a week at church, or say 
the right stuff at youth group. Most of us can 
probably pull it off for a while. But think 
about this5If you are just going through the 
motions and never really accepting Jesus 
Christ as you Lord and Savior, then what 
will your final reward be? 

Why not accept Christ and know the power 
of genuinely living with him? 

Hope all of you have a great month. Re-
member God is good all of the time and all 
of the time God is good!

“I cry out to 

You, praying 

that You will 

hear and notice.  Help 

me, Lord! is all I know to 

say, and You come to me 

in ways I had not even 

considered.” 

Everyone wants to be 
noticed sometimes and 
everyone hopes that God 
hears all our prayers.  
Interesting thing is that 
God, being God, hears all 
our prayers and probably 
answers them in one way 
or another but we don’t 
always perceive or un-
derstand God’s answers.  
In Judges 6, the Israel-
ites were being oppressed 
by the Midianites and 
they cried out to the 
Lord.  Sure enough, God 
heard their cries and 
sent them a prophet and 
leader named Gideon. 

Now Gideon did what 
most of us do when we’ve 
been praying over some 
trouble or difficulty in 
our life and God gives us 
an answer we aren’t too 
pleased with.  The first 
thing Gideon did was 
argue against the idea 
that he (Gideon) was to 
take care of the problem, 
“You can’t mean me!  
Why my family is the 
smallest and I’m the 
least in my family.”  This 
happened a lot in the 
Bible.  Somehow we be-
lieve that God should 
just send down a bolt of 
lightening, or a plague, 

or maybe a swarm of lo-
custs to solve the prob-
lem for us.  When we are 
unable to convince God 
that we need a miracle 
we resort to the tried and 
true “give me a sign” that 
you want me to handle 
this. 

I’ve heard of all kinds of 
signs and I’ve asked for 
some myself.  Gideon 
used a wool fleece and 
the dew to test God.  
What is your sign of 
choice?  How do you see 
God working in your life 
answering your prayers?  
Jesus told us in Matthew 
4:7 and in Luke 4:12, “Do 
not put the Lord your 
God to the test.”  I don’t 
know about you, but that 
makes me feel stuck.  I 
believe God hears my 
prayers and He answers 
them, but how can I be 
sure?  We might consider 
what Psalm 55:17 tells 
us; “You come to me in 

ways I had not even con-

sidered.”  Are there ways 
that God could be speak-
ing to you that you had 
not previously given 
much consideration?  I 
believe I might need to 
give more thought and 
consideration to some of 
my everyday occurrences.  
God might be telling me 
something and I cer-
tainly don’t want to miss 
it.
